INTRODUCTION

This privacy notice (Privacy Notice) sets out the ways in which we, LAMDA (we, us,
our), collect and use your personal data (your personal information) in connection with
our business. It also explains what rights you have to access or change your personal
data.

This Privacy Notice applies to our interactions with you in relation to our business and
services whether via our website (https://www.lamda.ac.uk), by telephone, by SMS, by
email, in person at our one of our teaching or London public examination spaces or
theatres (Spaces), or at a venue operated by a third party.

Identity and contact data: title, names, addresses, date of birth,
gender, email addresses and phone numbers;

Account profile data: if you're registering for an account on the Student
and Applicant Gateway as a student or prospective student, or as a
teacher or examiner registering for Examtrack you may also provide a
username, password and other personal preferences;

Financial data: if you are using our website to purchase products or
services, you will also provide payment details, which may include billing
addresses, credit/debit card details and bank account details;

Student admission data: if you are a student or prospective student of
LAMDA using the Applicant and Student Gateway you will be asked to
provide in the application form in order for your suitability to be
assessed. These details will include: full name, address and other
contact details; your nationality and domicile; information on previous
academic qualifications and a statement concerning relevant
experience, a ‘headshot’ photograph and other data items needed for
monitoring purposes, as per the provision under 3.1.3 and 3.1.4 below.

Student fees and funding: if you are a student or prospective student
applying for a course or an examination you may also provide payment
details, which may include billing addresses, credit/debit card details and
bank account details and details of other financial information related to
your funding such as eligibility for undergraduate grants, student loans,
scholarships and bursaries;
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Academic background data: if you are a student or prospective
student applying for or registering for a course or an examination, you
may also provide details of your academic records and results and
unique learner number;

Graduate records of auditions: if you are a graduate and you attend
an audition, you may also provide us with details about your audition so
that we may handle casting enquiries efficiently in the future;

Employment and background data: if you are submitting a job
application, you may also provide additional information about your
academic and work history, projects and research that you are involved
in, your previous income level, references and any other such similar
information that you may provide to us; and

Survey data: from time to time we might ask if you would be willing to
participate in our surveys; if you agree, we will also collect any
information that you provide as part of that survey.

Information we collect about you:

Information contained in correspondence: we will collect any
information contained in any correspondence between us. For example,
if you contact us using a query button on our website or by email or
telephone, we may keep a record of that correspondence;

Information transmitted on the website: we will collect information
that you upload or post to your website account;

Information collected in person: we will collect any information you
supply to us in person during the course of our services;

Information collected during our Access and Widening
Participation (AWP) workshops: if you attend one of our workshops as
part of our Pathways Programme or other outreach activity, we will keep
a record of your attendance, and other relevant details in order to help
identify you and track your progression if you subsequently apply to one
of our Higher Education courses;

Transactional data: we will collect information related to your
transactions, including the date and time, the amounts charged and
other related transaction details;

Website usage and technical data: we will collect certain information
about how you use our website and the device that you use to access
our website, even where you have not created an account or logged in.
This will include your geographical location, device information (such as
your hardware model, mobile network information, unique device
identifiers), the data transmitted by your browser (such as your IP
address, date and type of the request, content of the request regarding
the specific site, time zone settings, access status/HTTP status code,
volume of data transmitted, browser type and version, language
settings, time zone settings referral source, length of visit to the website,
date and time of the request, operating system and interface) number of
page views, the search queries you make on the website and similar
information. This information may be collected by a third-party website
analytics service provider on our behalf and/or may be collected using
cookies or similar technologies. For more information on cookies please
see under the heading “Cookies” below.
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(p) Audio or video recording: we may retain an audio or video record of
an exam, an audition or an interview you attend for internal moderation
purposes only, to ensure consistency and accuracy of decision making.

(q) Imagery: from time to time we may capture images of you when we take
photographs or film the Spaces. We will endeavour to let you know by
printed notices at the Spaces whenever such filming or photography will
take place; and

() CCTV: we collect information about you through CCTV footage which
operates at our Spaces. We endeavour to give you notice of our use of
CCTV by fixing signs at the entrances to our Spaces which inform you of
our use of CCTV.

Special categories of personal data

3.1.3

We may need to collect special categories of personal data from you. Special
categories of data include details about your race or ethnicity, religious or
philosophical beliefs, gender, date of birth, income, sex life, sexual orientation,
political opinions, trade union membership, information about your health and
genetic and biometric data. Depending on the circumstances we will also
collect information about criminal convictions and offences as described in
more detail below.

We need to have further justification for collecting, storing and using this type
of personal information. We have in place an appropriate policy document and
safeguards which we are required by law to maintain when processing such
data. The main circumstances in which we may lawfully process special
categories of personal information are:

(a) inlimited circumstances, with your explicit written consent;

(b)  where we need to carry out our legal obligations or exercise rights in
connection with employment;

(c) necessary to protect your vital interests and you are physically or legally
incapable of giving consent;

(d) necessary for the establishment, exercise or defence of legal claims;

(e) where itis necessary for reasons of substantial public interest or on the
basis of applicable laws, such as to ensure compliance with (i)
legislation relating to LAMDA'’s status as a Higher Education provider, or
(ii) legislation concerning the safeguarding of children and of individuals
at risk, or (iii) legislation requiring us to make reasonable adjustments for
protected characteristics, or (iv) equal opportunity monitoring or
treatment; or

(f)  where you have already made the information public.

Depending on the circumstances we collect the following special categories of
data:

(a) if you are a job applicant, we will collect information about (i) your race,
ethnicity, religious or philosophical beliefs and sexual orientation for the
purpose of our diversity and equal opportunities records (on the basis
that it is needed for reasons of substantial public interest, for equal
opportunities monitoring); (ii) your health and any disability you may
have as necessary for the purpose of arranging your interview (on the
basis of compliance with our legal obligations to make reasonable
adjustments in relation to protected characteristics), (iii) your criminal
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record for the purposes of completing background checks necessary for
you to be able to work with children to whom we provide some of our
courses (on the basis such processing is necessary for reasons of
substantial public interest under applicable laws);

if you are offered a place on one of LAMDA'’s taught courses, you will be
asked to declare details of any relevant unspent criminal convictions, in
order for LAMDA to assess any risk to which staff and other students
may be exposed (on the basis such processing is necessary for reasons
of substantial public interest under applicable laws);

if you are a student or an examiner or an attendee at a workshop, we
will collect information related to your health such as allergies to
particular forms of medication, or conditions such as asthma or diabetes
and dietary requirements (on the basis of your explicit consent). There
will be very limited reasons why we might use such information without
your explicit consent, for example in a medical emergency to inform
medical professionals;

if you are a participant in an event organised by the AWP department,
we will collect information on your gender, ethnicity, post code,
economic background, educational background and any disabilities you
have, in order to target our work and monitor its effectiveness; or

if you are a supporter at any level we may collect data to improve your
experience and note your preferences which could include dietary and
health information which you provide to us orally or by email or post (on
the basis of your explicit consent). There will be very limited reasons
why we might use such information without your explicit consent, for
example in a medical emergency to inform medical professionals; or

if you are a student or prospective student, we will collect information
about your medical history or requirements if a reasonable adjustment is
needed in order to ensure we are able to offer you a fair and equitable
assessment (either on the basis of your explicit consent or in compliance
we our legal obligation to make reasonable adjustments for your
circumstances). We have an internal data protection policy which
describes how we handle your personal information once you become
an employee or a registered student of LAMDA.

3.2 Information we receive from third parties

3.2.1

In certain circumstances, we will receive information about you from third
parties. For example:

Employers and referees: if you are a job applicant we may contact
your recruiters, current and former employers and/or referees, who may
be based inside or outside the EU, to provide information about you and
your application;

Academic references: if you are a prospective student we may contact
your academic referees to provide information about your application,
and we may receive information about you from third parties such as
UCAS;

Service providers: we may collect personal information from our
website developer (Numiko), IT support provider (Aura) and payment
services providers (Spektrix and Realex) (who are based inside the EU);

Website security: we will collect information from our website security
service partner, Aura, about any misuse to the website, for instance, the

introduction of viruses, Trojans, worms, logic bombs, website attacks or
any other material or action that is malicious or harmful;

(e) Social media plugins: we currently use social media plugins from the
following service providers who are based both inside and outside the
EU: Facebook, YouTube, Twitter, Snapchat, and Instagram. By
providing your social media account details you are authorising that
third-party provider to share with us certain information about you;

(f)  Attendance data: we collect information about your attendance via our
timetabling software (Celcat) and through and by other electronic means
such as swipecard records which provides information about your
access to our Spaces including the frequency and location; and

(g) Medical information: if you are a student or prospective student we
may receive an assessment from your medical practitioner, educational
psychologist, psychiatrist, counsellor or other medical professional in
order to assess your fitness to train in respect of our Higher Education
provision or to ascertain the type and level of reasonable adjustment
required in respect of our work as an Awarding Body.

We might also receive information about you from third parties if you have
indicated to such third party that you would like to hear from us.

interests in making available our courses to prospective students if you are a
prospective student);

To register your ExamTrack account: if you are a teacher or examiner
registering to use the ExamTrack account we will use the details provided on
your application or registration form (on the basis of performing our contract
with you);

To process and facilitate transactions with us: we will use your information

to process transactions and payments, and to collect and recover money owed
to us (on the basis of performing our contract with you and on the basis of our

legitimate interest to recover debts due);

To track the effectiveness of our outreach activity in adherence with our
Access and Participation Plan: we will use your information collected if you
take part in an outreach workshop as part of our Pathways Programme. This
may take place at LAMDA or at one of our Partner Organisation’s venue or
your school. We collect this information on the basis of our legitimate interest
to monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of our outreach activities. This
information will be stored in the Higher Education Access Tracker (HEAT)
database and stored in accordance with HEAT’s Privacy Notice available at
https://heat.ac.uk/privacy-notice/ ;

To manage casting enquiries: we use records of your past auditions to
manage subsequent casting enquiries we receive about you (on the basis of
our legitimate interest to track the casting of our graduates and handle
enquiries about our graduates efficiently);

Relationship management: to manage our relationship with you, which will
include notifying you about changes to our terms of use or Privacy Notice, and
asking you to leave a review or take a survey (on the basis of performing our
contract with you, to comply with our legal obligations and on the basis of our
legitimate interests to keep our records updated and study how our website
and services are used);

User and customer support: to provide customer service and support (on the
basis of our contract with you), deal with enquiries or complaints about the
website and share your information with our website developer, IT support
provider, payment services provider as necessary to provide customer support
(on the basis of our legitimate interest in providing the correct products and
services to our customers and to comply with our legal obligations);

Fundraising: to identify individuals and organisations whose beliefs and
values are aligned with the core work of our organisation for philanthropic
support and for memberships (on the basis of our legitimate interests as a
registered charity to seek support and promote fundraising);

Prize draws, competitions and surveys: to enable you to take part in prize
draws, competitions and surveys (on the basis of performing our contract with

Recruitment: to process any job applications you submit to us including
sharing this with our third party recruitment agency (on the basis of our
legitimate interest to recruit new employees or contractors);

Marketing: to keep in contact with you about our news, events, new website
features products or services and fundraising opportunities that we believe
may interest you, provided that we have the requisite permission to do so
(either on the basis of your consent where we have requested it, or our
legitimate interests to provide you with marketing communications where we
may lawfully do so). We will note your marketing preferences so that we only
contact you with information you have told us you would like to hear about and
you may update these preferences at any time;

Advertising: to deliver relevant website content and advertisements to you
and measure or understand the effectiveness of the advertising we serve to
you (on the basis of our legitimate interests in studying how our
website/services are used, to develop them, to grow our business and to
inform our marketing strategy);

Publicity: to promote our services which may include photographs or films in
which you may appear. We may use such photographs or films in our printed
and online publicity, social media and press releases (on the basis of our
legitimate interests in promoting our services);

Analytics: to use data analytics to improve our website, products/services,
marketing, customer relationships and experiences (on the basis of our
legitimate interests in defining types of customers for our website and services,
to keep our website updated and relevant, to develop our business and to
inform our marketing strategy);

Suggestions and recommendations: to share your information with selected
third parties such as suppliers and partners, to enable them to contact you with
information about things that may interest you (where we have your consent to
do so);

HOW WE LOOK AFTER YOUR INFORMATION AND HOW LONG WE KEEP IT FOR
We operate a policy of “privacy by design” by looking for opportunities to minimise the
amount of personal information we hold about you. We use appropriate technological
and operational security measures to protect your information against any unauthorised
access or unlawful use, such as:

We will retain your information for as long as is necessary to provide you with the
services that you have requested from us or for as long as we reasonably require to
retain the information for our lawful business purposes, such as for the purposes of
exercising our legal rights or where we are permitted to do. We operate a data retention
policy and look to find ways to reduce the amount of information we hold about you and
the length of time that we need to keep it. For example, we maintain a suppression list
of email addresses of individuals who no longer wish to be contacted by us. So that we
can comply with their wishes we must store this information permanently.

Our company is located in the UK.

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9.2.1 results and certificates from LAMDA examinations to students are sent back to
the country of origin where the student’'s home university is based (if they are a

9.3 Whenever we transfer your personal data out of the EEA, we ensure a similar degree of
protection is afforded to it by ensuring at least one of the following transfer solutions are
implemented:

(a) we will only transfer your personal data to countries that have been
deemed to provide an adequate level of protection for personal data by
the European Commission. For further details, see European
Commission: Adequacy of the protection of personal data in non-EU
countries;

(b)  where we use certain service providers, we may use specific contracts
approved by the European Commission which give personal data the
same protection it has in Europe. For further details, European
