that Learners and teachers may find offensive/upsetting.
¢ Neverwhere by Neil Gaiman contains mild adult content such as references to sex,

suicide, and swearing.

Grade 5:
e The wider text of Private Peaceful by Michael Morpurgo contains violent imagery that

may be upsetting for younger Learners.
